
SPOTTER'S SHEET
Please record breaks of pace below.

Break of Pace:  Sections A  is  any pace. Section E is any pace  for Intermediate and Advanced, but Trot for Training and Preliminary.
All competitors may walk or trot only from the last Obstacle to the Finish.  Sections B and D are walk sections. Sections C is a trot
section. Should one or more of the horses break into a pace other than that specified for that section and not be corrected within five
seconds, the competitor will be penalized 1 penalty point on each occasion. If the break continues, penalty points will be assessed at a
rate of one for each additional five seconds.  Intentionally cantering or trotting all the horses in a Walk Section (B or D) will be penal-
ized by elimination.

Halts:  If a competitor stops in Sections A, C or E other than for an accident, broken harness, damage to the carriage or a delay
beyond his control, he will be penalized 1 penalty point for every commenced period of 10 seconds that the team is at the halt.

Grooms:  Grooms may leave the vehicle at any time outside the penalty zone without incurring penalties with the exception of Sections
B and D. Grooms or passengers dismounting in Sections B and D will be penalized 20 penalties on each occasion.
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
